Sheriff Wolfe, Cabell County, stated law enforcement relies upon help from the State Police, Sheriff’s Departments and police departments with regard to first response.  Sheriff Wolfe would like to utilize the grant money for first responder training for law enforcement in the State of West Virginia.  Currently, the Kanawha County Sheriff’s Department has in place First Responder Training.  The State Police provide additional training for a total of sixteen hours.  The training will help provide cooperation between city, county and state law enforcement agencies in a high security or terrorist situation.  A request has been made for the Commission to prepare a Memorandum of Understanding; make a presentation to the Advisory committee who in turn would then take a recommendation to OES, then proceed to the Homeland Security Committee.  Commissioner Carper stated it is important to establish where there will be federal funding for back fill positions prior to making a commitment to sign off on this grant.  Commissioner Carper stated he had fears that the Sheriff’s Department may not have enough available manpower to answer calls while deputies are receiving training.  Chief Quinlan stated there were adequate means to keep all calls covered.  Commissioner Shores moved for Commissioner Carper to contact the Office of Emergency Services to see if the Sheriff’s Department would be eligible for backfill positions and, should they be eligible, prepare a Memorandum of Understanding, meet with the Advisory Committee and get their approval to bring the Memorandum of Understanding back to the County Commission.  Commissioner Hardy seconded.  Motion carried.  Commissioner Carper also discussed the possibility of getting backfill positions from other law enforcement agencies.  The five-backfill positions would consist of three deputies and two civilians.  Commissioner Carper inquired of Chief Quinlan as to whether the Commission had done anything to hold up the grant.  Chief Quinlan stated no.
