LAWS FOR THE BADGER CHAPTER OF THE NATIONAL HONOR SOCIETY
ARTICLE VI

Meetings

SECTION A:
General meetings of the Honor Society shall be held on the lst Thursday of each month.

SECTION B:
Special meetings of the Honor Society may be called by the advisor.

ARTICLE VII

Dues

SECTION A:
No dues shall be collected from the members of the Honor Society

SECTION B:
State and National affiliation dues shall be paid by the local school district.

ARTICLE VIXX

Memberships and Dismissal

SECTION A:
Applications for membership must be submitted to the faculty advisor with two letters of recommen​dation. The Faculty Screening Committee shall make the final selection.

SECTION B:
The applicant must have a cumulative grade point average of 3.22.

SECTION C:
The applicant must have one letter of recommen​dation submitted by a faculty member attesting to their character, leadership and service to the school and community.

SECTION D:
The applicant must agree to be present at the induction ceremony in appropriate dress.

SECTION E: 
The applicant must be in the llth or 12th grade.

SECTION F:
The applicant must be in at least one school or community activity per academic year.

SECTION G:
Members must maintain at least a 3.22 cumulative grade point average. If a member falls below a 3.22 GPA, the member shall be placed on probation for one quarter. If the member does not raise the cumulative GPA to at least 3.22 by the end of the following quarter, the member shall be dismissed from the Honor Society.

SECTION H:
All members must have a cumulative grade point average of at least 3.22 to graduate as an Honor Society member.

SECTION I:
A drug, alcohol, or tobacco violation will be just cause for immediate dismissal from the Honor Society.

SECTION J:
The Faculty Screening Committee will review on an individual basis any violation of school rules, school board policy, civil laws and actions not covered in Section G through Section ‑T of the bylaws.

SECTION K:
The Faculty Screening Committee has the responsibility of dismissing a member who fails 
to maintain National Honor Society standards, as defined in the National Honor Society Constitution.
