Lockdown

TIS was recently put into a lockdown as a result of an alarm being mistakenly activated
by a member of our school community. There was no threat at any time to our school
community. Students and staff followed district lockdown procedures and the issue was
quickly resolved.

Please Use the Crosswalk

If you are parking in our front parking lot, we ask that you use the crosswalk when
walking into our school building. We have recently encountered some issues with people
walking in front of buses as they are driving along the school driveway.

Spanish Language Lab at TIS

All students visit our Spanish Language Lab as part of the specials rotation. The lab
provides students with an exposure to basic Spanish vocabulary. Students have been
learning about the Spanish alphabet and letter pronunciation, as well as numbers up to
20.

Recess Equipment

Recess equipment is provided by the school each day for student use during recess. We
ask that children do not bring their own equipment to school for use during recess. The
reason for this request is that in order to minimize recess injuries, we carefully purchase
equipment, such as soccer balls, that are generally softer in nature than typical soccer
balls. In addition, balls are often lost or inadvertently kicked over the fence each day
during recess.

5th Grade Band 2021-2022

I am so happy and excited to be the 5" Grade Band Director again this year and | can’t wait to
see and hear my students from last year! Also, it’s not too late to join 5th grade Band. Yes, you
can learn an instrument this year even if you did not start last year.

Here is some initial information about 5™ grade Band. This year, Band students may be seated
3 feet apart if they are wearing their music masks and using bell covers on their instruments.
My plan is to start small group instruction classes during the week of September 20, 2021.
These small groups will meet during the school day on a pull-out basis during non-graded class
time such as Keyboarding. We may need to use some recess time as well. In the past (before
the pandemic) we would also have full ensemble rehearsal once per week. Currently, we're
hoping to have large numbers of students playing band instruments together after January. I'll
keep you posted!
