THE CHALLENGE: Following the numbers up, 15 will equal 3 plus twice the middle number in the bottom

row plus the leftmost number in the bottom row. So, 12 will be twice the middle number plus the leftmost

number.

The possibilities for the bottom row are: (2 5 3), (4 4 3), (6 3 3), (8 2 3), and (10 1 3). This gives us three possible

solutions:
