
Ms. Wham’s 2nd Grade Discipline Plan
Dear Parents,

I wanted to send each of you my discipline plan for the year. This discipline plan is set in place so that we can have a successful year of learning. Teachers and parents need to work together as a team in reinforcing appropriate behavior both at home and school. 

Rules for the classroom:

1. Respect others. Be kind with your words and actions.

2. Raise your hand to speak.

3.  Follow directions the first time they are given.

4.  Respect school and personal property.

5. Work quietly. Do not disturb others who are working.
Behavior Clip Chart:

In order to reinforce appropriate behavior in the classroom, I have a clip chart. Each day, the students start out at “Ready to Learn”. If students show appropriate behavior throughout the day, their clip will move up. Students can move up to “Good Choices”, “Great Choices” and “Outstanding”. If students misbehave, then their clip will move down to “Warning”, “Consequence”, or “Parent/Office Contact”. 
Consequences of Positive & Inappropriate Behaviors

The children will be rewarded and praised for positive behavior in the classroom.  The consequences for positive behavior are listed below:


Positive Behavior:


* Students will receive verbal praise and recognition.

* Students with good behavior will have special class rewards, such as stickers, candy, and items from the treasure box.

· On Fridays, we will have Fun Friday at the end of the day for 15-20 minutes. Students who have behaved well all week will be able to participate in Fun Friday. Students will be able to play on the computer, play board games, watch videos (educational of course), etc. If students misbehave all week, then they will not be able to participate.

We will work together, as a team, to alter inappropriate behavior.  Severe disruptive behavior will result in immediate phone calls to parents or guardians, and an office referral to the assistant principal or principal. 

Inappropriate Behavior: 

· 1st- verbal warning
· 2nd- another warning and one or more of the following will occur: time out or silent lunch. 
· 3rd- one or more of the following will occur: time out, silent lunch, loss of classroom awards and a note or phone call home.
· If students misbehave all week, then they will not be able to participate in Fun Friday. They will be sent to another teacher’s room with a book or other activity.
· Finally, if the child cannot control themselves, there will be a phone call home, a discipline referral written, or D-1 form written. The child will also be sent to the assistant principal or principal.  
Each night in the students’ planners, your child will document their behavior for the day. They will write down a number which correlates to the clip chart. I will be using their planner to communicate with you about behavior, so please make sure you check it every night.
