CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman, Thomas Henderson called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

The Board discussed with Sloane Fried Kinstler, Assistant Attorney General for the State Board of Examining Engineers their concerns regarding the renewal of a 2nd grade license that has been expired since 1995. Mr. Graham asked Mrs. Kinstler if the Board had the authority to deny a person from renewing a license that has been expired for a long period of time. 
Mrs. Kinstler informed the Board that the way the law is written, it does not give the Board the authority to make a person retake the examination because their license had expired. The law does not state an expired licensed can not be renewed. The Board does have the authority to request more information pertaining to the expired licensee’s working experience during the lapse of the license to ensure the expired licensee is currently knowledgeable in the field, she suggested that the Board may want to invite the expired licensee in for a conference. 
Upon the Boards discussion with Mrs. Kinstler, It was the Boards decision to invite the expired licensee to the next Business Meeting to allow him the opportunity to submit more information on his working experience during the lapse of the license. The Board asked Mrs. Clark to send a letter requesting him to attend the next Business Meeting.

The Board reviewed and discussed an article pertaining to a faulty boiler and high carbon monoxide levels that evacuated a Baltimore City School.
