Live Daily Interaction

Per the new California bill put out by our governor, students must have the
opportunity for live interaction with their teacher and peers daily.

Here is some ways that can be done:

- Zoom sessions- either whole or small group
- Telephone calls

- Progress monitoring

- Feedback on work




Attendance

Can't attend a Zoom on a certain day? Don’t panic.

e There will be 1:1,and small group Zooms.
o These will be scheduled well in advance.
o 1.1 zooms will be offered during office hours, and parents will be asked to sign up for a
time that works best for them.
o These groups will NOT happen every week.
o They will be designed to work on IEP goals and assessments.
