This week in Social Studies we are learning about Slavery in the Territories





1. Northwest Ordinance of 1787- the act that opened up the West for settlements.


2.Santa Fe Trail- was the southern trail to reach the West.


3.Oregon Trail- was the northern trail to reach the West.


4.Missouri Compromise- kept the balance between slave states and free states when Missouri wanted to join the Union as a slave state.


5.Compromise of 1850-allowed California to come in as a free State and New Mexico and Utah could decide which they preferred.


6.Annexation of Texas- When Texas was able to join the United States. (It took 9 years)


7.Kansas-Nebraska Act- repealed the 36 30’ line of the Missouri Compromise. It allowed people in these territories to decide for themselves whether or not to allow slavery within their borders.








Dred Scott decision was an attempt by the Supreme Court to end the controversy over slave or free states. Dred Scott was a slave whose master had taken him into free territory. With the help of northern abolitionists, Scott sued his master for his freedom claiming ‘once free, always free.’ The Supreme Court decided that African Americans were not citizens of the United States, even if they had been born in the U.S., and therefore they had no right to sue in the Supreme Court.








This week in ELA we are learning First and Second hand accounts of informational text.





Informational text can be written from different perspectives


A firsthand account of an event or topic is based on an author’s personal experience. 





Diaries, autobiographies, and letters are considered to be firsthand accounts. The author’s perspective with regard to the event or topic may be influenced by his or her feelings about it.





A secondhand account of an event or topic is based on an author’s research, rather than personal experience. 





Encyclopedia entries, biographies, and textbooks are considered to be secondhand accounts. The author’s perspective with regard to the event or topic is usually neutral. The author simply states facts about it.








    This week in Science we are learning about organisms and their environments.  


It is important to know that the characteristics of distinct environment (the surroundings where an organism lives) influences the organisms found there. Examples of distinct environments include: 


Swamps - Located in areas with warm temperatures





Rivers and Streams - Moving bodies of water that can be found in warm or cold areas





Tropical Rain Forest- Are very humid and warm and have an abundance of rain that leads to lush plant growth (for example: tall trees, vines, ferns, orchids, and other colorful flowering plants).





Deserts-Are dry with extreme temperature ranges





Polar Regions- Are very cold and the amount of daylight varies greatly throughout the year.
