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Amplify Usage


In ELA, students (in Mrs. Abney’s class) will start receiving a printout with feedback from their weekly usage. Students should have logged at least 45 minutes total by Friday morning. This feedback is helpful in providing information to the teacher and parent as it relates to remediation and growth. It also shows areas of mastery and where more practice is needed. Please make sure that your student is accessing the Amplify website for a few minutes each day (12 minutes per day for 4 days would make the goal, however students can and often do more). 5th: Students will learn about the importance of budgeting and saving through an economics unit.
