	Rationale
	Bullying in schools is a national concern.  A significant amount of guidance time in 5th grade is focused or connected to bullying.  Students need to know how to identify bullying before we can work on reducing and preventing it.  When students are able to successfully label a situation as bullying they are able to be taught the skills to refuse.  Refusing empowers students when they are being bullied or witness bullying as a bystander.  Students are also taught the importance of reporting and being able to identify a grown-up they trust.  These skills are especially important as 5th graders move on to a larger school environment next year.

	Strategies 


	Students will participate in bi-weekly whole group guidance lessons centered on recognizing, refusing, and reporting bullying.  Students will be given the opportunity to take mini-challenges which will help monitor students’ progress.  At the completion of the bullying unit students will be given a post assessment.  Any student who is not showing the projected growth will participate in a small group intervention, meeting weekly.  After completing the small group intervention students will be reassessed and another intervention started if needed to ensure all student success.

	Professional Learning and Support


	Continue to explore different curriculum on bullying to supplement Bully Blockers and Steps to Respect, particularly for small group intervention.
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
