6th  Grade General Music Course Outline and Expectations:

This is a 20 week course meeting every other day for the first semester. We will have at least 2 projects, several quizzes/tests and a final exam.  There will not be homework unless the work is not completed in class.  

You will need a  pencil for every class.

The first  couple weeks will be spent on What is Music –We will go through the very basics of music and how all types of music is similar.   At this point we will also be reviewing theory and note reading.

The 3rd-4th week - We will be at the computer lab doing the Musican 2 program to review note, rhythm reading and terms

Weeks 5/6 we will be composing your own song with the Finale program.

Weeks 7-10 we will study the History of Music.  There will be tests and worksheets on this.  During this time we will also be writing a journal entry on each composer.
The 11th-14th week will be researching a composer for a project that will be presented to the class.

The 15th – 16th week will be presenting your report to the class either powerpoint or reading your report.
