Fairlawn Local Schools Policy for Gym/Field Usage
Purpose: As the demands on our student/athletes grow, so does the demand for use of our facilities. The purpose of this policy is to establish the guidelines for gym usage in the Fairlawn school system. All gym/field usage must be scheduled with Athletic Director.

Priority: This list comprises who has first priority for gym use depending upon the time of year. Some conflicts are unavoidable. Coaches and staff members should work closely with each other and the athletic director to resolve any issues as soon as they arise.

1) In-season sports — games, practices or instructional time.

2) All other school events — Ex. School plays and practices, academia, musicals etc.

3) All out-of-season Fairlawn teams as long as they are adhering to the OHSAA guidelines. - Ex. Open gyms

4) All other Fairlawn related teams. - Ex. Elementary teams.

5) Any Fairlawn Athletic Booster Ex. — 5th and 6th grade Boys Basketball Tournament

6) No rental fee will be charged if two Fairlawn Students are a team member or staff member/coach is present.

7) Gym/Diamond/Field/Hitting Barn rentals — All other usage of the Fairlawn gymnasiums will be considered a gym rental 

8)  Any additional cleanup cost will be billed back.

Rental Rates:

Baseball Diamond $75.00 per hour

Softball Diamond $75.00 per hour

Hitting Barn $75.00 per hour

Soccer Field $75.00 per hour

High School Gym $100.00 per hour

Junior High Gym $100.00 per hour

All fees are to be paid to the Athletic Director in advance of the gym usage and checks should be made out to Fairlawn Local Schools. Failure to pay will result in loss of gym privileges.

The Board can waive any rental fee.
