6th grade Language Arts

In 6th grade language arts students will learn strategies to enhance their writing, reading, and communication skills. 6th graders are expected to work independently, as well as efficiently in groups. Students will frequently work in groups and will be expected to participate in discussions.
Students have 4 major writing assignments (one per quarter). They will also be required to complete two independent book reports this year. We will be reading two class novels (first and third quarter) where students will be asked to complete assignments in order to analyze the text. I expect students to consistently read a novel at home, on their own time. Reading will greatly help students with comprehension and fluency. I give students time in class to read and I hope that parents are encouraging reading at home as well.

In language arts we will be creating an Interactive Student Notebook (ISN). This will be a student created “textbook” that they will use throughout the year. Students will need to bring their ISN to class every day. This will also serve as a great study tool as the year progresses!  Their ISN will be checked frequently and randomly to ensure that students are keeping up with their notes. Notebook checks will be counted as a participation grade. 
Supplies:  one composition notebook, one other notebook (either composition or spiral), one binder (can be shared with other subjects but dividers must be in place), paper, pencils, pens, glue sticks, scissors, and a highlighter.
