If your child ​will be ​attending MBJH next year, follow the instructions below.  
 
STEP 1: 
        ​CHECK 4 CORE ACADEMICS: 

● The 7​th​ grade four core courses are ​indicated in the top box ​on the Course Selection 
Form. 

● If incorrect, or you are parent placing, cross through and write the change. 
STEP 2: 

CHOOSE  PE CLASS: 
● Circle one PE course. 

 
STEP 3: 

CHOOSE  ELECTIVE CLASSES: - ​See Course Selection Guide for course descriptions.  
Select one of the following elective combinations: 

o 2 year-long electives 
o 1 year-long elective, 2 semester electives 
o 4 semester electives  
o If the student chooses PE Coed that meets during Zero Period, choose the 

equivalent of 6 semesters, 3 yearly, or 2 yearly and 2 semester electives. 
 
STEP 4: 

CHOOSE  ALTERNATE ELECTIVES 
o List FOUR alternate electives in order of preference. These will be used if the 

first choice electives in step 3 are not available. 
o Do not write the same electives you chose for step 3.  

 
The signed Course Selection Form is due back to your child’s homeroom teacher no later than ​Thursday, 
March 11. Please include an email and phone number.

● Parents will need to submit a course request change via the Google Form located on 

the MBJH website 
● Course request changes must be submitted by May 21st. 
● All courses, including alternates, listed on the course selection sheet will be 

scheduled in priority order.  
● Students will receive a copy of their ​TENTATIVE​ schedule in late July 
● Students may request a schedule change until August 6​th
