PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
COURSE TITLE:  Environmental Technology– A Study of the Relationship Between Technology and Environmental Resources
DESCRIPTION:
The goal of this course is to educate the student about the impact their lifestyle has on the world they live in. In a time of technology and convenience it is oftentimes easy to forget what has to happen to support our lifestyles. This course will expose the students to the many methods society has to employ in order to achieve our everyday living standard. It will further examine possible solutions to bridge a gap between what we have become accustomed to and the unsustainable ways we take to maintain our living standard. Students will understand their own “Ecofootprints” as well as emerging technologies that relate to better conservation and use of our limited natural resources. In the field experiences will be heavily relied on to expose students to conditions and technologies discussed and taught during the classroom portion of the course.
