WHEREAS Ohio Revised Section 3313.90(B), as amended, provides that the Ohio Department of Education shall grant such a waiver to any district which submits a resolution of its board of education indicating its intent not to provide career-technical education to students enrolled in grades seven and/or eight for a specified school year; and

WHEREAS this Board of Education wishes to obtain such a waiver for grades seven and eight for the 2019-2020 school year;

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, that the Fairland Board of Education hereby specifies its intent not to provide career-technical education for its students in both grades seven and eight for the 2019-2020 school year; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Treasurer is hereby instructed to submit a copy of this resolution to the Ohio Department of Education through the District’s SAFE account, or such other method as may be approved or directed by the Department, at her earliest opportunity, so as to ensure its receipt by the Department on a date which is in no event later than the 30th day of September, 2019.

The Superintendent of Schools Roni Hayes recommends that the board of education adopt the following resolution: 

WHEREAS the student(s) identified below have been determined to be residents of this school district, and eligible for transportation services; and 

WHEREAS after a careful evaluation of all available options, it has been determined that it is impractical to provide transportation for these student(s) to their selected school(s); and 

WHEREAS the following factors as identified in Revised Code §3327.02 have been considered: 

1. The time and distance required to provide the transportation 

2. The number of pupils to be transported 

3. The cost of providing transportation in terms of equipment, maintenance, personnel, and administration 

4. Whether similar or equivalent service is provided to other pupils eligible for transportation 

5. Whether and to what extent the additional service unavoidably disrupts current transportation schedules 

6. Whether other reimbursable types of transportation are available; and 

WHEREAS the option of offering payment-in-lieu of transportation is provided in Ohio Revised Code: Therefore, be it

Property Description

The total footage on Wilgus Street is 150 feet by 131 feet on Thomas Street bounded on the North by College Alley.


TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the same, with appurtenances, unto the said LESSEE for and during the full term of FIFTEEN (15) YEARS, from the 12th day in August 2019 until the last day in August, 2034.

SAID LESSEE does hereby covenant and agree with said LESSOR as follows:

1. That the LESSEE will use and occupy said premises in a careful, safe and proper manner.

2. That the LESSEE will not commit or suffer any waste therein.

3. That the LESSEE will make no alterations or additions in or to said premises without the written consent of the LESSOR.

4. That the LESSEE will permit the LESSOR, or agents of the LESSOR, to enter upon said premises at all reasonable times to examine the conditions of the same.

5. That the LESSEE will surrender and deliver up said premises, at the end of said term, in as good order and condition as the same now are, or may be put by said LESSOR, reasonable use and natural wear and tear thereof, and damage by fire, or unavoidable casualty excepted; that the LESSEE will obtain and continue liability insurance and provide proof of this insurance to the LESSOR during the term of this lease.

6. The upkeep and maintenance of the said grounds shall be the sole responsibility of the said LESSEE during the terms of this lease.

IT IS MUTUALLY understood and agreed that if the LESSOR determines, at any time during this lease, that the leased premises are needed for school purposes, that then this lease shall be terminated forthwith after due notice is given thereof by the LESSOR to the LESSEE.
IT IS FURTHER MUTUALLY understood and agreed that the leased premises, i.e., the grounds, may be used for the benefit of the patrons of the Fairland Local School District for emergency purposes.

IT IS FURTHER MUTUALLY covenanted and agreed by and between the parties hereto that this lease and all the covenants, terms, provisions and conditions herein contained shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the successors and assigns of the parties hereto.
