9th grade DRAMA, Movie Monologue Reflection Assignment.

Your objective is to write an essay as a reflection of your monologue.  Use the questions and format below.  This essay should be in the standard 4 paragraph format with 3-5 lines per paragraph.  Please DO NOT double space. Each paragraph is worth 3 points if done correctly. 
Paragraph 1:  Introduce your monologue and the movie it is from.  Give a SHORT explanation of what the movie is about. Explain what made you choose this monologue over all the others, and why it did or did not work for you.

Paragraph 2:  Talk about your character.  Who are they and what is their background?  Describe how you gave your character an identity and how you made audience believe you.  Describe how you ACTED out the monologue instead of just reciting it. 
Paragraph 3:  List and describe the things you learned and were evaluated on during this process.  Describe what made you uncomfortable and what you really enjoyed.  What you did well and what you could have done better. What made your monologue special? What did you do to deserve an “A.”?  
Paragraph 4:  Conclude your paper.  Give the reader your overall impression and thoughts of the project.  Recap all of the above topics and leave the reader knowing what your thoughts are.  Talk about what you would change if you were to do the project again.  Also, what you would keep the same.

(Was the entire monologue memorized? Did you make mistakes or blank out?)

_____ Believable/ Made it your own

(Used character sketch to understand/show character and also used own ideas to create new version of character)

_____ Emotions 

(Used facial expressions, stance, gestures and tone to create the feelings and emotions of character)


_____ Time Limit and content

(Student met the time limit of at least 1 minute and also was able to identify a monologue with appropriate content, subject matter and language)

_____ Character Development
(Student turned in the character sketch with all of the questions answered correctly according to the assignment)
_____ Captive Audience
(Student showed respect to the performer through appropriate reactions at appropriate times/was focused on presenter)
