6.3.1 Chatom Elementary School 
Mrs. Rowley reported out to the Board on the current attendance for Chatom Elementary. She also reported that on March 1st Chatom had their annual read-in. About 50 people came to participate in the classrooms to read to the students. A sum of about 90 students attended the audition of Robin Hood facilitated by Missoula Theater at the Mt. View Middle School. The salmon release is done yearly by the 2nd graders who participate in the science program. The eggs are raised in an aquarium located at Chatom and then get released into the Stanislaus River. This year 90 salmon fish were released. 




6.3.2 Mt. View Middle School
Mr. Lewis reported to the Board regarding the great turnout students and staff had towards Saturday school to make up ADA and extra credit assignments. The Basketball Tourney had a great turnout in participation and sales. The program profited from the entry fees and snack shack. Mt. View held a picture day for Warrior Pride. The participants consisted of Full Blooded Warrior, students attending our district since first grade, and Second Generation, students whose parents or family members have attended Chatom. On March 2nd, the math department and special education teachers visited Lawton Alternative School in San Francisco that has similar demographics as Mt. View. The visit was to review the programs they implement and the teachers wanted to experience what was being done to achieve similar state test scores as Lawton has had. The school is very popular in San Francisco because they attribute and focus on behavioral and emotional cognitive. Carrie Silva, 8th grade teacher at Mt. View, expressed how well the trip went and was glad to have networked at Lawton. Mr. Lewis reviewed the upcoming events for Mt. View for the month of March. 




6.3.3 Chatom State Preschool
Gabby Aguiniga, Secretary at Chatom State Preschool reported out to the Board on behalf of the Preschool Director regarding the upcoming preschool registration. The program currently has 27 appointments for the 2018-2019 school year and open registration will be held in early May. Gabby stated that the preschool is exploring different ways to advertise the program to the public. The preschool has a Facebook account along with the Chatom website, and they have recently purchased banners to display at different areas in Turlock. Along with the preschool program that is provided for students ages 3 and 4, classes of different topics are also provided to the student’s parents. This month’s parent meeting Preschool provided a presentation that was facilitated by the District Speech Pathologist, Mrs. Houkje Stewart. She presented on typical language development and increasing language development through play. Some classes were offered that was presented by Sierra Vista Services to our parents to get consultation on child behavior. 




6.3.4 Chatom Union School District
Mr. Wallace reviewed the current district enrollment, as of March 7, 2018 at 587 total. The California Highway Patrol conducted a safety compliance terminal inspection on February 27, 2018. Four of the buses were randomly selected by CHP and there were no violations reported on any of the inspected buses along with the equipment, maintenance program and driver records. Mr. Wallace also reported that he has looked into grants to assist on cafeteria needs at both sites. He will create a list of items that are needing to be repaired or replaced. Mr. Wallace has looked into security systems to help with the improvement of campus security. He has gotten information from our IT personnel for the logistics of placement of cameras and our maintenance ground personnel for input. Students in grades 3-8 will begin taking the California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP) the first week of April. There are 3 students who will be completing the California Alternative Assessment (CAA) for ELA and math in lieu of the SBAC. Students in Grades 5 & 8 will also take an online California Science Test (CAST) field test this year.
