d) Runs checks/payments for all payables upon approval.

e) Monitors and collects W-9’s for compliance.
f) Prepares 1099’s at year end.

g) Monitors, reviews, and verifies all purchase orders and requisitions.

h) Ensures that purchase orders and requisitions are prepared and entered into the accounting system by                     building secretaries.

i)     Assists in finding vendors and best prices.

j) Explains proper UFARS coding requirements to staff.

· Implements, monitors and handles all accounts receivable functions and operations.

a) Enters all state aid payments and property tax payments into the accounting system.

b) Monitors and ensures all daily building receipts are properly entered and coded correctly.

c) Accounts for transactions from the online payment system.

· Oversees student activity fund accounting and reporting

a) Performs periodic internal audits of the student activity fund accounting.
b) Trains clerical staff on necessary forms to complete and proper accounting treatment of transactions.
c) Compiles and prepares financial statements for year-end audit.
· Implements, monitors and handles fixed asset accounting and activity

a) Identifies and adds assets to fixed asset schedule.

b) Depreciates and disposes of assets in accounting system.
c) Performs fixed asset inventory throughout the year working with departments to find and identify the assets.

d) Prepares fixed asset financial information for the auditors.

· Budgeting and reporting including Health and Safety, leases, communications and fixed assets.

a) Preparing yearly budgets for leases, communications and Health and Safety.

b) Maintaining the State of MN website for Health and Safety projects.

c) Preparing lease notes for the auditors.

d) Preparing fixed asset lists for auditors.

e) Reporting and remittance of unclaimed property to the MN Department of Commerce.
f) Maintains data on district’s utility usage.
