Rubric for Preschool Learning Center

1. Student will identify a preschool center which they will construct in a two or three dimensional model using geometric shapes.

2. Student will scale model with appropriate measurements to 1” equals 1’ scale.

3. Model will include all floor and furniture space with a key or paragraph description.

4. Model will use different colors to indicate different age groups which could use particular toys and or equipment in their learning center.
