Link to NC Standard Course of Study
https://files.nc.gov/dpi/documents/curriculum/mathematics/scos/current/math-3.pdf
Classroom Rules:

1. BE prompt = sitting in seat with materials out when late bell rings

2. BE prepared = notebook (with homework done), pencil, and calculator

3. BE respectful = respect your peers and teacher

4. BE a HIGH quality math student = works hard and follows direction, SHOWS ALL WORK, and has FUN!!

5. All DHS and Onslow County School will be adhered to.
Consequences:

When the rules have been broken there will be consequences that the teacher will give out. These include but are not limited to:

1. Verbal warning

2. Lunch detention AND a phone call to a parent

3. Referral to office to speak with Administration.

Classroom Policies and Procedures:

1. Warm – Ups:  Everyday when you walk in the room, there will be problems posted on the smartboard or in teams for you to complete prior to the beginning of my lesson. We will review the problems once everyone has been able to complete the work.  THESE WILL BE GRADED! 
2. Notes/Workbook: You will take notes every day except for review and test days. When taking notes, listen carefully and record notes as specifically as possible for the lesson. We will take notes in our math workbook that will contain ALL MATERIALS FOR THIS COURSE. If you are absent do your best to get the notes from a classmate or Microsoft Teams. I will collect your notebook on Test Day and THIS WILL COUNT AS AN ASSIGNMENT!!
3. Homework: Homework will be assigned DAILY. When I assign homework, it will be your responsibility to complete. Most homework will be on Delta Math. You will show all work in your spiral notebook. Your homework WILL BE GRADED EACH TEST DAY. I WILL NOT accept late homework!
4. Quizzes: There may be quizzes throughout the week covering what has been discussed throughout each day’s lessons.  If you are absent when a quiz is given you will need to check with me regarding making it up or if the test grade will replace the missing quiz.
5. Tests:  Tests will occur every few weeks and will cover one unit. If you are not in school the day before and on the test day, you must make the test up the NEXT DAY BACK. If you are absent for several days prior to test day, we can make arrangements to take the test after school hours or by some other arrangement. Tests will not be returned to the students for them to keep.  Students can have the opportunity to view their test but not allowed to keep it. Students will not be allowed to make copies or take pictures of their test.
6. Homeroom: Is a built-in time slot during the day where you will have time to receive help in Math 3. There will be organized learning activities during this time and will be used for missing work and homework.  REMEMBER, this is your tutoring time so use it wisely!!!!

7. Projects: There may be projects that will be assigned throughout the semester. The projects will be done individually. Remember projects are worth the same as a test grade so take them seriously!
8. 1:1 Laptops:  Throughout the course, the 1:1 laptops will be utilized on a daily basis.  COME TO CLASS WITH YOUR LAPTOP CHARGED! There will be activities in class and at home that will need to be completed.  All school and county rules pertaining to the laptops must be followed at all times. 
9. Restrooms:  You will need to go to the bathroom between classes or during lunch.  The only time I will permit students to go to the restroom is if it is an emergency. NO BATHROOM PASSES WHILE THE TEACHER IS IN FRONT OF THE CLASS TEACHING!!!!! Signing in and out of class is MANDATORY. ABUSE IT THEN YOU LOSE IT!!!
10. Participation:  You will be asked to work individually which consists of working hard and doing your OWN WORK.  If caught copying another student’s work this will result in a new assignment for both students involved.  At some point you will be asked to work in pairs or groups, which consists of working together allowing for different views and your OWN assigned job is completed by you.
11. Attendance: To learn math, you MUST be in class! If you are absent, it is your responsibility to get the work and notes that you missed.  Remember once 10 or more absences have been reached, a waiver will need to be filled out at the end of the semester to possibly receive credit for the class. 
12. Late Assignments: You have until the day of the test to turn in any late assignments. No homework will be graded after test day. This rule only applies to those who have spoken to me directly and have made arrangements for turning in late work, for reasons such as long absences.
13. Tardiness: 

a. 3 tardies: Assigned after school detention or lunch detention and a parent contact

b. 5 tardies: 1 period of ISS and a parent contact 

c. 6 tardies: 1 day of ISS and parent contact made

d. 7 tardies: 2 days of ISS and a parent contact
14. Personal Electronics: CELLPHONES WILL NOT BE VISIBLE DURING THE CLASS PERIOD! All student in ALL classrooms will place their cell phone in the assigned holder upon entering the classroom. Students will retrieve their phone when directed by the teacher at the end of class. 
a. 1st offense: warning, phone placed in holder, parent contact made. 
b. 2nd offense: phone taken by teacher and turned into the office. Students pick up at the end of the day and parent contact made. 
c. 3rd offense: phone taken by teacher and turned into the office. Parents pick up end of the day. Parent contact made
d. 4th offense: phone banned by admin. 
15. Food and Drinks:  No food or drinks permitted in the classroom! You will be asked to put food away or be thrown away. *Water bottle is okay*
