T.D.A.-PowerPoint EOY Project 

 “ALL ABOUT ME”

This project is a presentation that describes you, your family, and anything you want to share about yourself. Your grade will be determined by meeting all the requirements for the presentation listed on the rubric including your presentation to the class. You will need to gather pictures such as baby pictures, younger pictures, recent pictures; your family, and friends. You can scan them and save them to a flash drive, or your Microsoft 365 account, or bring them to school and scan them. This project will be your 4th nine weeks grade!
REQUIREMENTS FOR THE PRESENTATION


Read carefully!
· You will need to find or download backgrounds etc. from the internet and save to your TDA folder or a flash drive, in a new folder named, “All About Me” before you start. Save everything here.
· You must have at least 10 slides. 12 including your title and conclusion slide. You may use more if you want (limit 14). You must have a title slide and a conclusion slide. The conclusion slide cannot say just, “The End”.  
· Use several different slide layouts throughout your presentation.

· Add clip art to some of your slides. Be conservative with this because too much clip art can cause the presentation to look bad (minimum of 6).

· Use a minimum of 3 animations. Include 1 motion path.

· When creating your presentation, remember the 7 x 7 rule.  No more than 7 lines of text per slide and no more than 7 words on a line. No one wants to read it, they want to view it.
· Each slide must have a transition and the pictures should animate on to the screen but not off the screen. 
· Must include sound in your presentation on every slide. NO cuss words! Must be appropriate content. This will be done last so don’t spend time on it now. 
· If you add a video clip, this will earn you bonus points.

Here are some ideas of things to include in your presentation.  You may use items from this list and/or use items of your own. You are not limited to the list below.

· About you: your name, age, birthday, place you were born, etc. (beginning)
· Your family: mom, dad, brothers and sisters

· About your job (if you have one)

· Pets you have

· Your hobbies

· School subjects and activities

· Your personality

· Your role models

· Your plans after high school

· Your favorite foods

· Your best friends

· Your favorite music groups or singers

· Your favorite songs

· Your favorite movies

· Your favorite actors

· Your favorite actresses

· Your favorite places to eat

· Favorite places or cities you’ve visited

· Favorite sports

· Things I like about school: favorite subjects, athletics, etc.

· Things I don’t like about school

· Things you do for fun

· Favorite quotes
· Favorite books
· Future plans

· Prom or Winter Ball

· Vacations or Holidays
