3. Transcripts 10 points
4. Neatness & completeness of application 10 points

Scholarship recipients will be notified at the Craig High School graduation ceremony.
A check will be mailed directly to the student’s educational institution after a copy of
the student’s transcript or grade report from the first semester, providing the
student maintains a 2.0 GPA for a full-time course load, or shows acceptable
performance and full-time attendance at a vocational school. In addition, the
student is required to provide evidence of enrollment for the second
quarter/semester.
