 632 Muhammad dies
but no successor 
named.

 Abu Bakr – father-in-
law and friend takes 
over.

 One of first to 
convert and part of 
Mecca Clan in 
caravan trade



First Caliph

Means Successor
Some clans abandon Islam, others 

refuse to pay taxes. 
Abu uses military force to bring clans 

back in line with Islam.
Conquers Iraq and Syria

Rightly Guided Caliphs

Caliphs following
 Abu Bakr

Umar rules until 644 Uthman Ali

Disciplined armies 
conquer Egypt 
and Byzantine

Continue expansion
 into Persia

By 661 empire is four
 times original size

 Victory was from Allah
 Soldiers disciplined and 

highly skilled
 Expose weakness in 

Byzantine and Persia
 Muslims let conquered 

people keep religions.



Muslim Expands

Muslims did not pay taxes.
Jews and Christians paid a poll tax to 

avoid military service.
They could not convert others.
