What is Applied Geometry?  

Applied Geometry continues to develop algebraic thinking, symbolic reasoning, and problem solving strategies and techniques, which began in Applied Algebra I. The focal points of geometry are geometric thinking and spatial reasoning; geometric figures and their properties; the relationship between geometry, other mathematics, and disciplines; and the tools for geometric thinking. Students use a variety of representations (concrete, pictorial, algebraic, and coordinate).
Tools,
and technology to solve meaningful problems by representing figures, transforming figures, analyzing relationships, and proving things theorems. This course also incorporates the reinforcement of math operations using a variety of practical, real life situations that facilitate the understanding of using mathematics in daily living exercises. Emphasis is on applying mathematics in the use of money, personal financial situations and solving home and work problems by using the concepts of fundamental mathematics. The Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) are modified.

Required Class Materials:

Daily Work:  All quizzes, tests, classwork and homework must be completed in pencil.  Any work completed in anything other than pencil will receive a grade of zero (0) for that assignment. 

Homework (when applicable): 

(NOTE: Most of the time the work can be finished in class before leaving. Homework will be allowed to students who work on assignments and find at the end of class, need more time to finish. If they choose to talk than work during the class period, then they will not be allowed to take work as homework)

· Homework will be checked daily and periodically graded.
· Full credit is given if the student attempts every problem and shows all work. 

· No credit will be given for late work which is not the result of an absence.
· All assignments made prior to the absence are due on the date of return.
Test/Quizzes:

Quizzes will be provided at the beginning of every class. the end of each chapter. Dates for the tests and quizzes will be announced in class. Even if you are absent the class period before a test/quiz, you are still expected to take the test/quiz as scheduled. 

Late/Make-up work

 Late assignments will be accepted at the instructor’s agreement and only in the event of emergencies such as hospitalization.  When absent (excused or not), students are responsible for all material, including test/quizzes. It is the student’s responsibility to get the make-up work the next day the student returns to school (whether the class meets or not).  Any homework, classwork and tests and quizzes must be made up within one week after returning to school and tests and quizzes should be scheduled for after school.
