This 
course is primarily devoted to providing systemic presentation of various art processes, theories, and 
historical developments.​ ​This course is a studio type class. The focus of the course is experimenting 
with different art media and to prepare to take future art classes. 
Students in Art 1: 

Introduced to the Visual Elements of Art and Principles of Design 
Draw from direct observation daily 
Proficiency in basic one and two point perspective 
Become accomplished using graphite, charcoal, pen, lino-cut print,  
Achieve value/3d effect on a 2d surface 
Color Theory using chalk pastel and oil pastel 
Exposure to 3d sculpture and design 
Art history and introduction to analyzing and describing artwork
