________________: shadows created using the same, repeated mark

________________: shadows created using similar marks in different directions

Stippling: shadows created with many dots

Scumbling or blending: shadows created by dragging the side of the pencil

Smudging: shadows created by smearing the graphite

A gray/value scale shows the relationship of darks and lights.
