I.  CALL TO ORDER:

The meeting was called to order at 6:05 pm by Chair, James Adams.

DISCUSSION OF COMMUNITY CULTURAL ARTS MASTER PLAN – Imagine DeSoto Work Session led by Margie Reese and Guests Representing the Wichita Falls Local Arts Agency
A. Mrs. Leslie Schaffner, President and CEO of the Wichita Falls Area Community Foundation provided an overview of the creation of a local arts organization in Wichita Falls.  She was instrumental in guiding the creation of the organization and served as board chair prior to her taking her current position.

B. Mrs. Patricia Dilmon - retired United Way.  Patricia served as grants panelist for the organization and for the past three years has been the Grants Panel Monitor, securing that the process has integrity and consistency.  She provided a quick overview of the process of reviewing grants for the Wichita Falls Local Arts Organization.
C. Constance White with MJR Partners lead the commissioners through a visualization exercise to imagine Art in Public Places.  She asked the group to think about art they had seen in other places and then to think about where the commission would like to see Public Art in DeSoto.  She explained that funding for Public Art can be included in commercial and public capital projects and asked the commission to think about how we could begin to imagine Public Art for DeSoto.
