Can Title I funds be used to support arts education programs? Yes. In a March, 2011 letter to U.S. Governors, U.S. Education Secretary Arne Duncan disseminates that “arts education programs can be supported locally via federal funds, such as Title I.” As per the Title I policy, the purpose of the title is “to ensure that all children have a fair, equal, and significant opportunity to obtain a high quality education” (Title I Sec. 1001). The Title I policy further establishes that programs using Title I funds shall “[implement] school-wide reform strategies that…strengthen the core academic program in the school” (Title I Sec. 1114(b)) and “help provide an accelerated, high-quality curriculum, including applied learning” (Title I Sec. 1115(c)). As components of a quality arts education program, these elements support the suitability of using Title I funds to allow students fair and equal access to an arts education.

	Possible Supports from Title I

	At the spring national forum of the Arts Education Partnership, Secretary of Education Arne Duncan addressed the forum attendees on “The Well Rounded Curriculum” in which he spoke extensively about the importance of the arts in a complete education for all students.   Following his remarks, the Secretary was asked the following question by Linda Adelman Johannesen:…what  I want to ask you about is using Title 1funds to support the arts.
Doug Herbert, Special Assistant for the Office of Innovation and Improvement at the U.S. Department of Education quotes Secretary of Education Arne Duncan regarding the use of Title I funds for Arts Education.

Secretary Duncan responded:

“At the suggestion of our Office of Communications and Outreach, I’m contacting you to share also some general guidance from the Student Achievement and School Accountability (SASA) program of the Office of Elementary and Secondary Education concerning use of Title I funds to support the arts.  Specifically, a local educational agency (LEA) has flexibility in how it uses Title I, Part A (Title I) funds provided the activities supported:

· focus on improving the teaching and learning of at-risk children to help them meet challenging State academic achievement standards; 

· supplement, and not supplant or replace, local funds that an LEA must, in the absence of Title I, spend to provide Title I children with basic educational services; and    

· are consistent with requirements in the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, applicable regulations, and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-87 (OMB Circular A-87).  (OMB Circular A-87 governs the general use of funds by all grantees receiving Federal funds and requires that the use of funds for a specific purpose be necessary and reasonable for the proper and efficient performance and administration of the program and be authorized and not prohibited under State and local laws or regulations.)

An LEA may  use Title I funds to support activities involving the arts provided those activities are  part of an instructional strategy that is designed to improve the teaching and learning of at-risk students so they can meet challenging State academic standards.   In using Title I, Part A funds for program activities that involve the arts, or for any other instructional strategies designed to improve academic achievement, the activities supported must focus on the identified needs of at-risk children and supplement and not replace services that the school district must provide to these children in the absence of Title I funds.  An LEA cannot use Title I funds to support the district’s basic arts program that has been or is currently being supported with State and local funds”.

	Specific Examples

· Provide opportunities to integrate dance with reading/language arts and mathematics- continue to support the Title I school improvement “dance grants”

· Provide professional development for teachers clarifying how to integrate the arts in the core curriculum

· Identify and purchase professional  resources for teachers regarding arts integration strategies

· Provide active/hands on parent engagement activities integrating the arts and core curriculum

· Incorporate the arts as a component of extended day and extended year programs

· Initiate supplemental mathematics programs such as MIND Institute ST Math Program, Spatial Temporal Math plus Music Program-example from LA, California
· Teach the reading/language arts concept of compare/contrast using different mediums of art such as poetry, paintings, music
· Implement Project Based Learning plans for dance, music, theatre and visual art that are posted on the Teach 21website
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
