Student’s Code of Art Ethics Contract

Students of the Madera Unified School District Advanced Placement Studio Art Program are expected to adhere to specific guidelines to insure that the work they create that is their own creative vision.

Plagiarism is defined as copying what somebody else has written or taking somebody else’s idea and trying to pass it off as original.   In order to maintain a level of quality, and integrity the students will be asked to read, sign and adhere to the following guidelines.
1. Do not copy another person’s photograph to create a work of art.  

2. Do not copy any picture that has been printed in any publication including books, or magazines.

3. Do not copy a major part of a photograph and place it in a different setting.  Although not illegal this is considered unethical by most professional artists.  
4. Do not use any logos or trademarks.

5. It is OK to copy your own photographs to create a work of art, but it is not always the best solution because it can result in a flat and lifeless image.
