Effort Log:

*30% of the student’s grade for each assignment is based on the effort log (work ethic)  A strong work ethic goes a long way toward the student being successful.

Ten points per day can be earned if the effort log is properly filled out by the student recording progress of the assigned art project.  The effort log is to be completed and handed in at the end of each week.

Grading Policies:

1. Any student absent for extended illness, excused family business, and / or approved school functions should meet with the instructor to establish a deadline for completing their missed work.
