Classroom Expectations

· Students are expected to respect and be considerate to everyone.

· Students are expected to be prepared and start class on time.  

(PENCIL, PAPER, TEXTBOOK, BINDER WITH CLASS PAPERS!)

· Students are expected to follow all school rules.

· Students are expected to respect school property and other people’s property.

Classroom Procedures

· Every class begins with a brief review of the previous class and is a catalyst for the daily lesson.

· Students are expected to obtain papers that were distributed during their absence from the designated folder and submit incomplete work the next class period.

· During each class period, students are expected to actively participate in discussions and by answering or asking questions.

· Late assignments within a quarter will only be accepted until the test day for each unit.  Credit is awarded based upon the promptness of the submission.  Twenty percent will be deducted for each day late and late homework assignments will receive a 2/5 for completeness.

Grading Policy

· Students will be evaluated on 10-12 daily grades each quarter.

-Daily grades include homework, classroom activities/projects, presentations, and labs.

-No daily grades will be dropped.

-If a student is absent, they are expected to complete the assignment and submit it for credit.  If the assignment is not submitted by the end of the quarter, the student will receive a zero at that time.  A few labs cannot be made up, however the teacher will notify the student if this case arises and the assignment will not be factored in to the student’s quarter grade.

· Homework assignments are checked at the beginning of class and are worth five points each.

· Students will be formally evaluated at least two or three times each quarter based on chapter or unit exams.  Review packets will be offered before each exam.   

· Random notebook checks may be counted as a daily or exam grade throughout the school year to encourage organization.

Ways To Be A Successful Student

· A grade sheet is provided each quarter to keep track of student progress.  Please review the grade sheet several times during each quarter to ensure that you are aware of your current success in Biology class.

· Every student should have a signed lab safety statement in his or her notebook to ensure that all laboratory activity is exciting, yet safe.

· Students will be informed of all exams at least a week in advance to encourage preparation and success.  Attendance on the day of the exam is expected.
