Chatom Elementary School
Mrs. Rowley’s report was included in the packet and she informed the Board that all is great at the Elementary site. 




Mt. View Middle School
Mrs. Schut reported that the open house for Mt. View will be Wednesday May 17, 2017. There will be ice cream sales from 5:30-6:30 p.m. and proceeds will go towards the Outdoor Ed program. On May 24th Mt. View students will be performing 4 main scenes from Grease. The play is set to be about half hour to 45 minutes. May 26th 8th grade students will be visiting UC Santa Cruz so that students may broaden their horizon on colleges they can aspire to attend after high school. On June 2nd the 8th grade graduating students will be going to a field trip to boomers in Modesto. Mrs. Schut wanted to give feedback on using Reality Check at the middle school site and said that they were phenomenal. After the program staff and students that participated filled out surveys and Mrs. Schut read a few of them to the board. She liked how this program was about 4 days long and each day had a different topic. Some of the topics were based on the health education, media distortion and information on healthy relationships.




Chatom State Preschool
With the year wrapping up Mrs. Nunes reported that she is finishing conferences with parents. Open enrollment is still continuing. Preschool has PM spots still available. The last week of school for preschool was presented to the board. Wednesday May 24 is the exotic animal show brought by “Cruisin’ Critters”. Thursday May 25 is pancakes with parents in pajamas and Friday May 26 is graduation day at 9:00a.m. Both Wednesday and Friday the AM and PM classes will be combined. 




Chatom Union School District
Mrs. Olvera reported that as of May 1st District enrollment is at 594. The District is in the process of prioritizing facility needs for the upcoming summer projects that include carpet repair and/or replacement, HVAC system replacement, siding replacement and repair, and roof repair for specific classrooms. We are working towards receiving bids on the pedestrian walkway at Chatom. We will be addressing the fence line at Chatom as a priority. An LCAP advisory committee meeting is scheduled for May 5, 2017. The state released a new template for the District Title III Every Student Succeeds Act. The District anticipates a reduction in federal funding in the near future. Mrs. Olvera is set to attend training on the new template on May 10th. A meeting was rescheduled with SELPA Director Regina Hedin due to her being out of office because of illness. The original meeting was scheduled to review the increased costs in Special Education for the District and will be discussed at the new scheduled date.
