Eyewitness to History (30 pts)
Background:  In this assignment, you will be interacting with various primary sources from historical events. A primary source is an artifact, a document, a recording, an image, or other source of information that is directly related to an event being studied. It is an original source of information.
Directions:  Visit the website www.eyewitnesstohistory.com
Take a few minutes to familiarize yourself with the site, how to navigate around, and what historical information is accessible. Across the top of the page are navigation links to different historical periods. Each historical event has a brief summary of what happened and why it is important, followed by an eyewitness account from someone who actually experienced that event.
