Final Project: Scene Recreation

Project Description:  Choose a scene from a movie of your choice.  The scene should be at least one and a half minutes to two-minutes long (1:30-2:00).  Your team will recreate that scene shot for shot.  When choosing your scene, be realistic.  Don’t choose something that is packed full of special effects. Keep it “do-able” and school appropriate.
You will be graded on the following:

1) A detailed storyboard.  Draw and describe each camera shot and camera movement within your scene.  Your storyboards must be neat and contain all required elements (shot type/angle, illustration that matches the shot type/angle, brief written description of action, audio and transitions).  No stick figures.  Also your written description should be clear and legible. Use the storyboard forms from previous class projects as your guide.

2) A script from the scene:  Transcribe the scene. Must be typed and in the narrative script format. Use the previous narrative script examples from class as your guide and include all required elements (Slug Line/Scene Headings, Transitions, Scene Descriptors/Action, Dialogue and Parentheticals).
3) Accuracy of the shots: The scene must be recreated as to duplicate the original.  This will include a similar setting, acting, lighting, sound, music, and shots. You will need to bring in the actual scene or share it via the Google Drive when you turn in your video. You may also provide a URL link to the clip for comparison.
4) Self-Assessment form: Each member of the group will be responsible for turning in a Self and Peer Evaluation Form assessment.
Viewing for the class:  *Depending on time permitted, on the day of the final, don’t forget to bring in a copy of the original footage for comparison to your version or share it via the Google Drive (you may also provide a URL link to the clip). 
This project may be a challenge, so remember to work as a team!!! And have fun!!!

· Please note that the scene you choose must be school appropriate for filming and viewing in the classroom.
