Proposal Structure
When you are writing a proposal argument, you will have two challenges.  First, you need to explain why a particular situation or problem needs to be fixed.  Then, you need to explain how your proposal is the best solution to this problem.  While those are your two main goals, you also want to remember to address how this problem came about - the causes of the problem.  If you don't know how the problem was caused in the first place, how do you know how to fix it?  In addition, you want to think about any counterarguments or disagreements that might come up as readers consider your solution.  

Your essay should follow this basic pattern:

Introduction: 
       What is the problem?  Give brief background information. How do you   know?
      Thesis:  Your proposal whatever it is, is the best chance at fixing this problem. -   in your words, of course.

Body paragraphs: 
      What has caused this problem? - at least two paragraphs
      What are the benefits of trying to fix this problem? Minimum of one paragraph
       What other solutions have been tried?  Why haven't they worked
                 - at least two paragraphs.  These are your counterarguments.
       Your proposed solution - - This should be at least half of your essay. 
               Each part or aspect of your solution goes into a separate paragraph.
            
Conclusion: 
       Call for action - What needs to be done to implement your proposal? Look into the future and explain what happens if your proposal is followed and what happens if it isn’t.
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
