Pre-graduation surveys are given to graduating seniors; the data generally shows 90% or higher are continuing their education.  The class of 2008 listed their plans after graduation: Four Year College 63%, Two Year College 22%, Technical Program 6%, Military 3%, Employment 3%, and Other 3%.
Student demographics data from 2007-08 school year showed a student population of 549.  Of this population there were 97% White, 1% American Indian, 0% black, and 1% Hispanic students.  There was a limited English proficiency rating of 0%, special education of 11%, and free and reduced price lunch of 7%.  
Curriculum

All students must successfully engage in an appropriate number of credits.  A student must complete the 24 total required credits in grades 9 through 12.  These 24 credits must include:

 (4.0) credits of Language Arts 

 (3.5) credits of Mathematics
algebra, geometry, advanced algebra, statistics and probability 

 (3.0) credits of Science, including physical science and biology

 (3.5) credits in Social Studies, United States history, 
geography, government and citizenship, world history, and economics

 (2.0) credits in 9th-12th grade Physical Education and Health

 (8.0) elective course credits
In addition to the 24 credit curriculum, each graduating student needs to pass the Minnesota Comprehensive Assessment in Math, Reading, and Writing.
Starting in 11th grade students can begin enrolling in advanced curriculum.

College in the school courses offered: College Writing, Intro to Literature, Trigonometry, Intro to Calculus, French III, Spanish III, College Speech, Honors American Government, Honors Cultural Geography, College Chemistry, Intro to Physics, Introduction to Theatre
Lincoln High School operates on a two-semester schedule.
Grade Point Average
English classes use the grading scale of: A 97-100, A- 94-96, B+ 91-93, B 88-90, B- 85-87, C+ 82-84, C 78-81, C- 75-77, D+ 73-74, D 70-72 and D- 68-69.  

Generally other classes use a scale of: A 94-100, A- 90-93, B+ 88-89, B 84-87, B- 80-83, C+ 78-79, C 74-77, C- 70-73, D+ 68-69, D 64-67, D- 58-63.
Esko does not us a GPA weighting system.  A cumulative GPA covers all courses over the 9-12th grade span.

Rank in Class

Lincoln High School does provide class rank.  The ranks are unweighted and allow for shared positions in the event of ties.  The GPA range for 08-09 graduating seniors is between 4.0 (1st) and 1.195 (90th).  The GPA range for 07-08 graduated seniors was between 4.0 (1st) and 1.698 (94th).  
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Testing and Colleges
The mean ACT scores were 22.6 (67 attempts) in 2008, 23 (72 attempts) in 2007, and 22.7 (68 attempts) in 2006.  In 2008, 33% of ACT tested students were ready for college level coursework in all four categories.
Seven out of ten students scored a three or better on their AP Calculus exam, with five scoring a four.

In 2008 Lincoln High School had 13 eligible groups which met 100.0% of the requirements for Adequate Yearly Progress under No Child Left Behind.  In addition, Esko has a licensed student to teacher ratio of 18.  During the 2006-2007 school year Esko graduated 98.92% of their general student population and had a below average drop out rate of 1.08%.  The mean scores for the ACT have been equal to or higher than the Minnesota state average over the last three years.  The percentage of students ready for college as illustrated by meeting all four of the ACT benchmarks exceeds the Minnesota state average.
