2606
http://rivercity-wusd-ca.schoolloop.com/mrstapia
Course Overview:

A course that blends pre-calculus concepts and skills to prepare for college-level calculus.  A functional approach integrating concepts such as trigonometry and discrete mathematics.  The California math content standards in Trigonometry and Mathematical Analysis are covered in this course.  

Rules and Procedures:

THE BIG ONES:

1. If Mr. Tapia or anyone else is talking to the class, YOU ARE NOT.  If you have a question, contribution, or anything else, raise your hand.

2. Stay in your seat.  If you need to get up for whatever reason, raise your hand.

3. Be on time to class every day.  The first tardy will be a warning, the second tardy will receive a phone call home and the third tardy will receive a detention from the office.  The 6th would result in a referral.  These will reset at the end of the semester.
· Make sure to bring with you to class EVERY DAY:

· Pencils. I will only accept work completed in pencil.

· College-ruled lined paper

· A folder/binder devoted only to this class.  You will keep your notes and homework here

· A white board pen
· Absolutely NO ELECTRONICS. Any electronic device being used in class will be confiscated and sent to the office.  
· No food or drinks allowed.  Water is the only exception.  Especially no gum!
· All students must ask for permission to use the restroom.  Nobody will be permitted to leave in the first or last 10 minutes of class.  You will receive three bathroom passes for each term.  It is your choice to use them or save them.  Any unused bathroom passes can be turned in on the last day of the term for extra credit.

· All homework is to be turned in the next day of class.  I will grade these assignments based on completeness as well as correctness.  Late homework will be accepted up until the day of the next quiz or test, whichever comes first. After this it will not be counted.
· If you are absent, YOU are responsible for getting the notes you missed and making up any assignments.  For each day you missed you will receive one day to make-up the work, after which it will be considered late.  If you are absent the day of a test or quiz, I will expect you to make it up on your first day back

· Expect a test or quiz every week.  There is also the possibility for pop quizzes which will count towards your test grade.  Make sure to come to class every day.  
· I expect you to respect each other.  This should be a safe environment where each student has the opportunity and feels comfortable participating.  Any student who detracts from this will be disciplined and depending on the severity may receive a referral.

· Academic Language: I will deal with any offensive language by keeping track of each violation per day:

1st and 2nd Violation: Verbal Warning

3rd Violation: 10 Minute Detention after school

4th Violation: 20 Minute Detention after school and a phone call home
5th Violation: 30 Minute Detention after school, Removal from class, and a referral

You will have 2 days to serve any detention
· NO CHEATING! I shouldn’t have to say this but cheating on any test or quiz will earn a referral and a zero on the test or quiz.

· Re-takes: At the end of the term you will be able to retake ONE test/quiz of your choice.  This will only be allowed after two tutoring sessions and must be completed by the week prior to finals.
· I do my best to update the website every day.  Check here for homework assignments and other announcements.
