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*If you are adding Honors Pre-Calculus after initial schedules are released in May, you need to email Mrs. Luksic (luksicde@delawarecityschools.net) for access to the Canvas course. You will not be given access otherwise!*
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Welcome to Honors Pre-Calculus!  I look forward to getting to know you and working with you during the 2018 – 2019 school year.  While you are enjoying your summer, please take time to make sure you have mastered the prerequisite skills necessary for your success in the course.  
I will be adding you to the Canvas course called “Honors Pre-Calculus Summer Prep” before May 25.  You will receive an email to your school account with an invitation to join the course.  If, for some reason, you do not receive this email, please email Mrs. Luksic <luksicde@delawarecityschools.net> from your school email account and asked to be added.

Within the Canvas course you will find 9 modules.  These modules contain prerequisite skills that are crucial to your success in Honors Pre-Calculus.  You should recognize these concepts from Algebra 2.  Each module has homework/practice, an instructional video, and a practice quiz.
Here is how you should approach each module:

1. Take the quiz to see if you already understand the pre-requisite skills.  If you earn a 100% on the quiz, you have shown mastery of the skills and do not need to complete the notes/practice (unless you really want to…and if so, go for it!). Module 9 does not  have a practice quiz, so make sure you try all of the problems from the worksheet and check your work with the key.
2. If you do NOT earn a 100%, watch the instructional video(s) and/or use the notes, extra practice worksheets and keys to help you review the concepts and fine-tune your skills before attempting the quiz again.
3. Once you feel more confident, try the quiz again!  You have unlimited attempts to complete the quiz to earn a 100%. 
4. Once you have earned a 100% on the quiz, move on to the next module and repeat! 

Once you have shown mastery on all 9 modules, there is a final module called “Practice Tests.”  I recommend printing the practice test and taking it like an actual test (using no other resources) to see how you’ll perform on the test on the second day of school.  The test in class will not be multiple choice like the practice quizzes, so make sure you can answer questions about the material not in multiple choice format.  The key to the practice tests will also be posted, so use that to grade your own practice test and help you review.  **This will not be collected at school – just use it as a resource if you’d like** 

Honors Pre-Calculus Entrance Test Details
On the second day of school, you will be participating in the Honors Pre-Calculus Entrance Test.  The purpose of this test is to make sure you’ve retained the most important skills you’ve learned in Algebra 2 that are critical to your success in Pre-Calculus.  Here are the ground rules for the test:

· The test will be given on the second day of school.

· The test will be graded all or nothing. No error is acceptable. 

· It is a no calculator test. It is designed to have numbers that are reasonable for you to tackle without a calculator.
· You will get a score of “Pass” or “Retake” – In the gradebook, your grade will appear as a 25/25 or a 0/25.

· One retake will be available per week for the first 6 weeks of the quarter. This allows for 5 possible retakes on the entrance test.

· All retakes for the week will be graded by Friday and returned the following Monday.

· You will be able to continue to access the summer assignment Canvas course and materials, in the case that you find that you have areas that you need to practice. 

Frequently Asked Questions:

· Will I have to turn anything in to Mrs. Luksic?

· No, but you need to make sure that you are prepared for the test on the second day of school! 
· Can I work with someone else on the summer assignment?

· Absolutely!  I highly encourage you to work with one another to brush up on your skills.  Be careful though…you should attempt the quizzes BY YOURSELF.  You will have to show on the 2nd day of school that you have mastered the content, and you will not be taking that test with a friend (
· What if I do not feel comfortable with the majority of the content in the modules even after watching the videos and trying the practice problems?

· Then perhaps Honors Pre-Calculus isn’t the course for you.  If this is the case, email your school counselor ASAP and ask about switching into a regular Pre-Calculus class.

· Do I have to complete the modules in order?
· No – complete them in whatever order you like, however, we would recommend starting with the first module and working your way through.

· How many times can I take each quiz?

· As many times as you like.  

· Will we be reviewing in class before the test?

· No.  On day 1 we will discuss the syllabus/course expectations and get to know one another, and on day 2 will be your test.

· Will the test we take on the 2nd day of school be multiple choice like the practice quizzes?

· No. There may be some multiple choice questions on the test, but the majority will be short answer (like the practice test).
· What if I don’t have access to a computer and the Internet at home?

· I recommend going to the Delaware County Library (84 E. Winter Street) to access the Internet on their computers.  They are open Monday – Thursday 9am – 9pm; Friday 9am – 6pm; Saturday 9am – 5pm; and Sunday 12am – 5pm. 

· There is also a Canvas App that you can download on a smart device that could work as well, if you have access to a smart device.  
· If neither of these options will work for you, please notify your current teacher before school ends so we can plan accordingly to help you make sure you’re prepared for next year.
If you have questions or concerns, you can reach Mrs. Luksic by email.  I will do my best to respond in a timely manner, but please understand that I do not check my email as frequently in the summer as I do during the school year.
