AP: English Language & Composition

Ceremony in-class check-in: Twitter and Tweet

Assignment: Compose a “tweet” reacting to LeslieMarmonSilko’s novel Ceremony. In your reaction you must demonstrate that you read the novel.  
Details:  

-For the uninitiated, a tweet is a little bit of twitter that is limited to a total of 140 characters.  For example, check out the number of characters in the two sentences of this assignment.  Spaces between words count as characters—after all, the space between letters is imbedded with information.  
-Once you’ve mastered your tweet, you’ll get a slice of overhead transparency and a marker so your tweet can be shared with the rest of the class’s twitter.  

-Try to limit the chatter as you tweet, lest you be guilty of becoming a twit. Cheapcheap.
