The content learning objectives for the AP European History course and exam are organized under five themes, which are topics of historical inquiry to explore throughout the course.  These themes will help to focus your understanding of major historical issues and development, and help you to recognize trends and processes that have emerged over the centuries.
Based on the material covered in the reading guide above, respond to the following questions.
1. Interaction of Europe and the World: How did encounters between Europe and the world impact European culture, politics, and society at the end of the Medieval Period?
2. Poverty and Prosperity: How was the organization of society changed as a result of or in response to the changes in the economic patterns in various parts of Europe at the end of the Medieval Period?
3. Objective Knowledge and Subjective Visions: What sources were responsible for creating and transmitting knowledge through the late Middle Ages and what factors strengthened or weakened their authority?
4. States and Other Institutions of Power: What type of power did institutions of authority hold in Europe and what was the source of their authority? How were these institutions strengthened or challenged by conditions in the late Middle Ages?
5. Individual and Society: Describe what forms have family, class, and social groups had in Medieval Europe, and how they were changing.
