Welcome to AP European History!  If you love history, if you love discovering diverse cultures, if you 
love Europe, if you love to travel, if you love to challenge yourself, if you love to learn, then this course 
is for you.  In order for this course to meet the requirements of AP certification, it must be taught at the 
rigor of a college-level course.  We will be going very fast, and covering a lot of information in a short 
amount of time. Therefore, in August we need to hit the ground running. 
To accomplish this, I am assigning you a summer reading assignment so you are immediately ready to start AP Euro from the Renaissance the moment you walk into class in August.  This reading assignment is of the first chapter in the text book and is meant to be a review of much of what you learned in 7th grade World History.  Its purpose is to awaken your pre-existing knowledge.  I hope it will be exhilarating and create in you an anticipation to learn more.  Warning; I will NOT accept late summer assignments.
To better understand the reading, I encourage you to first complete the provided blank map of Europe with its current nations. You may refer to the map on page 929 of your textbook to help you complete the map. Then reading the provided “How to do AP European History Homework: Reading and Taking Notes.” This will give you step by step instructions of how to complete the “AP European History Summer Assignment.” This Summer Assignment is comparable to what would be a week of homework during the regular school year. 
When you return to school in August you will take an open-note reading quiz on which you can use your Summer Reading Notes.  You will turn your Summer Reading Notes in to me immediately following the quiz. In addition, you will also take closed-note terms quiz and a map quiz. Each component of the summer reading assessments are worth 25 points, equaling 100 homework points. You will have a grade in my class by the end of the first week of school.
So to summarize, be prepared to turn in your Summer Reading Notes and take three quizzes; a terms 
quiz, a reading quiz and a map quiz. Other than that, enjoy your summer and I look forward to seeing  

you in August!

How to do AP European History Homework: Reading and Taking Notes

The point of AP European History homework is COMPREHENSION. It is not just to get the assignment done or get points. Always remember that you are taking a test in May that will assess your understanding of the subject. There is no way I can cover all the material you need to know in class, so you must be accountable for your own learning and acquire much of the information on your own. 

Homework Steps:

The purpose of completing your homework in this order is to increase comprehension which is the ultimate goal of the homework.

1.) Terms: Define assigned terms by using the textbook glossary, a dictionary (online dictionaries are fine)

a. If there are multiple definitions for a term, first read how the term is used in the textbook and then choose the definition that most closely aligns to the academic use.

2.) Read: Read the assignment from start to finish WITHOUT taking notes. Instead, you should be lightly underlining important ideas with a pencil. You will take notes and erase these marks later. 
3.) Images: Analyze all images provided by the textbook. Take notes on its importance in reference to what you have previously read.

4.) Documents: Read and analyze all primary documents provided by the textbook. Write a summary of each document and why it is important in reference to what you have previously read.

5.) Maps: Analyze all maps provided by the textbook. Write a summary of why the map/maps are important in reference to what you have previously read.

6.) Notes: Skim over what you have previously read by analyzing the important ideas you have underlined. Now take notes based upon the topics I have provided for you, keeping in mind the terms, images and documents. 
a. Your notes should be rich, rigorous and thoughtful. They should answer the four Ws: What, Who, Why and (So) What?

7.) Summary Statement: Write ONE sentence that summarizes your comprehension of that night’s reading assignment.
