Embedding quotes in Lord of the Flies
 It is best to incorporate the quote directly into your sentence (embedding):

Ralph becomes upset that he and Simon are doing all of the work, realizing that everyone else is “bathing, or eating, or playing.”   

This direct quote does not need further explaining to the reader.  The quotes let the reader know this is directly from the text itself.

Piggy criticizes the others for letting the fire spread outside the fire-pit by asking, “How can [they] expect to be rescued if [they] don’t put first things first and act proper?”  This leads to a confrontation on the mountain between Jack and Piggy which Ralph must diffuse. 

You must use brackets when you have changed the words from the actual quotation.  You do this to help the reader follow what you have to say and be true to the quote itself.

How to structure concrete detail in a literature-based essay:

There are three basic ways to structure your concrete detail.  In all three methods, you must “anchor” your detail by providing enough information to answer the questions “Who?” and “In What situation?”

1. Paraphrase:  Always use the present verb tense

Example:  After finding each other, Piggy expresses to Ralph his concern about gathering the other boys together. 
2. Partial Quotations of passage from text/partial paraphrase

Example: After finding one another, Piggy tells Ralph they “got to do something” about gathering the other boys together. 
3. Quotation of passage from the text:

Example: After finding one another, Piggy, concerned about their predicament of being stranded on an island, tells Ralph, “We got to find the others. We got to do something.”

Tips: Use either a lead in OR a lead out. Do not overuse quotations.  Incorporate quoted phrases into your own sentence structure. Avoid having two quotations in a row.

Find a quote which is showing each of the following, and then embed them using the strategies we have looked over:
1.   Ralph rejects Piggy’s opinions (and thus the adult world) 

2.  Ralph’s happiness of independence

3.  the conch represents authority

4.  a peaceful contentment of childhood

5. a fear of taking a life
Using one of these quotes, begin to construct a proper paragraph showing that main idea through embedding the quote into your writing. Remember, you should start with a topic sentence, then introduce your concrete detail, and follow it with two (2) sentences of commentary (TS, CD, 2 CM).
