Assignments:

	20% Test:  There is one tests given each marking period of the course. Each test will be cumulative with the largest portion of the test on the most recent units and a smaller percent to previous material. Anticipated tests dates are posted the first day of class. Each test is two parts- multiple choice and free response.  

	25% Labs: This is a science class with substantial lab work that is essential to understanding chemistry concepts. You must come prepared with your prelab and procedure on lab day. If you are unprepared or absent, it is your responsibility to schedule a lab makeup and to understand the material covered in a lab.

	25% Homework and Participation: This includes homework, practice quizzes, and other in class activities. Attempt answering questions even if you make a mistake. Mistakes are learning tools—don’t be afraid of them. Grades are given on two week cycle.

	30% DUCs Daily understand checks are 15 minute graded quizzes at the beginning of class. 


Midterm and Final are average of the Big Idea projects.
Grading Procedures: Grades will be recorded in eschool and updated regularly and eligibility submitted Wed.

Empty=not entered yet and still accepting, not included in the calculation of grade; 

A= absent/accepting submission; can be submitted; counts as zero. An “A” turns into an “M” after 3 days
M=not submitted; no longer accepted; counts as zero;

0=submitted and scored no points.
E=excused, not used in the calculation.

Lab Team: Working on a team is an important skill. You are assigned to a team for each lab. Your team will have a set of tasks that you are responsible for completing and submitting as a group. Each table has a notebook assigned to the lab. This is the raw and permanent record for the lab. Follow the specific directions. Labs are typed up and kept in a portfolio.
Extra Help: I am available after school on most days for individuals, if you make arrangements I treat these as appointments, so please be courteous and let me know if you need to reschedule. I suggest that you seek help if your grade falls below 70%, or 5% less than your grade goal.
