Chemistry Course Overview and Syllabus

This course is an introductory course and it is directed toward explaining he composition of matter. Emphasis is placed on chemical principles and their application, problem solving, and the development of laboratory skills.

Science Binder

In order for students to be successful, good notes must be taken during class and all worksheets must be kept for the entire semester.  The science binder is mandatory.  Therefore, it is important that the binder that they use be used only for this class.   The binder will be used throughout the semester and assessments regarding the binder will vary.  The binder may be used for quizzes, class work checks, completion points, etc.  This binder will be collected several times throughout the semester and points given for having it put together. 

Test Retake 

Students can apply to retake a test for any test except the final exam. This will require a minimum of 2 meetings with Mrs. Robards and demonstration that you will be more successful on the retake than the original test. See the retake ticket for more information. The retake test score will completely replace the original score and  questions will be different from the original test.

Classroom policies

· Students should respect yourself, others, and property.

· Students should take responsibility for their learning and behavior.

· Students are required to be on time and to come prepared to class with textbook and binder.  The first few minutes of class the students are required to write in their science binder.

· Students must be attentive and always raise their hand before speaking. 

· Students are not allowed to sit on laboratory tables.

· Laboratory safety rules must be followed at all times. 

· No food, candy, or drink is allowed in the classroom.  

· Students are expected to not bring any prohibited or distracting items into class.  This includes any electronic devices, magazines, or makeup.  Any items brought and used in class are subject to confiscation by the teacher.  

· Tardy policy is that of the entire school.  

· Students that need to use the restroom should do so between passing periods.  Students must ask before the bell rings for class if they would like to use the restroom with the knowledge that after two minutes following the bell they will be counted as tardy.  Students will not be allowed out of class unless the teacher deems it an emergency.

· All homework must be turned in on the date it is due, at the time the teacher collects it. Homework assignments turned in after the due date will not be accepted unless the student has been excused from school due to an absence or other circumstance.  Any major projects, those over 100pts, are able to be turned in one day late but a 15% grade deduction will be given. 
· Students that are attending school field trips or college visits are required to pick up work and make arrangements with the teacher to take quizzes and tests prior to the field trip.  Students that do not make arrangements ahead of time are not allowed to turn in work late.   
· Absent students must turn in any work as soon as they return to school.  Students that have missed class are required to check the absentee folder and see what was missed and any new assignments.  The student should update their science binder upon returning to school.  It is the student’s responsibility to talk to the teacher before or after class to make sure that everything has been covered and that they are caught up.  The student has the number of days they were absent to turn in any work that was missed. 
· Students are required to take the test on the day it is given.  Only if a student is absent the day of the test can the test be made up.  If a student has missed a test the student must see the teacher the day they return to schedule a makeup test.  If the student fails to make the test up within a week of the original test date or they fail to show up for the makeup test the student will receive a zero on the test.  

· Cheating of any kind will result in the total loss of credit by the person cheating and the person supplying the material to be copied. This does include having electronic devices out during test and quizzes.
· The entire class must be seated and the room in order before they are dismissed.
