Course Description
This class introduces students to the basic principles of chemistry and explains how chemistry impacts our world.  Some topics include the atomic theory, the periodic table, and chemical reactions.  Students are expected to read the textbook, take notes, complete homework assignments, and perform laboratory activities.

Grades, Homework, and Tests
Grades are based on the total points accumulated each quarter.  Grades include tests, labs, homework, and quizzes.  Assignments must be turned in on time to receive full credit.  Once submitted, assignments will not be returned to the students until the papers are graded.  Some assignments will not be accepted after the due date while others can be submitted the next day of class for half credit.  When a student misses chemistry, the assignment is due the next class.  Students are responsible for finding out what was done in class when they are absent.  

Students must complete all tests during the class time given.  Students are to answer each question on exams.  Semester grades will be based on the two nine-week grades (43% each) and the final exam (14%).
