Results (I have included some questions to help you with this section)

-Explain what happened to the copper at each step of the experiment.

-Did you end up with the same copper at the end of the experiment as you started with at the beginning?  Explain in detail.

Conclusion (1 or 2 sentences)

-Explain how this experiment supports the claim that copper is an element
