	Visiting College

The best way to learn about a college is to visit while classes are in session or attend an Open House.  Most open houses are during the fall and spring.  If you would like to visit the college, you simply call the admissions office and make an appointment.  When visiting, bring this book with you and ask the sample admissions rep questions as outlined on page 19   Top Questions to ask a college representatives

    Make sure you get business cards and follow up with thank you notes.  If you visit a private school, they may waive your application fee.   You may also ask if the college allows for overnight visits.

Remember to keep in touch with the admissions counselors- they will be the ones that will be making/advocating for you to attend their school!  
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Letters of recommendation

Most colleges/universities require letters of recommendations from your teachers.  We suggest that students ask for at least two letters of recommendations from teachers that know them well. You should also follow up with a thank you note.

Step 1: Ask your teacher for the letter of recommendations.  If yes, move to step 2

Step 2. Give your teacher a copy of your resume and your transcript along with a thank you note stating the following:

Dear Mr. Smith,

Thank you very much to agreeing to write a letter of recommendation on my behalf.  Attached, please find my Letter of Recommendation Questionnaire and my transcript for your reference.  My intended major is _________.  Please turn it into to my school counselor, _________ by November 1st.

                                  Subject Test or SAT II’s
	The SAT II’s or Subject Test are administered by the College Board and are given on the same day as the SAT’s Reasoning Test.  Tests are designed to measure your knowledge or skill in a particular subject area and to apply that knowledge.  Many of the more selective colleges require the SAT II’s.  You should go on the college website to see if your college requires it.  You may take one, two or three subject tests in one day, but you cannot take it the same day as you are taking the SAT I’s.  Each test in one hour long.  Examples of tests are Literature, World History, Languages and Science.  Visit www.collegeboard.org for subjects and registration.


**  WSHS is not a testing site for the SAT’ s or ACT’s .  Common testing sites include Pine Bush HS, Newburgh Free Academy and Goshen HS.

The College Application Essay

Your college essay, regardless of topic choice, should demonstrate your character, voice and background.  It helps to set a context in which your application will be reviewed.  A Personal Statement is just that: personal. This statement reflects an event that happened may explain for example a gap in your transcript.

Page Content

​Start early. The more time you have, the less stress you'll have. You'll have plenty of time to give the essay your best effort.  
 
Be yourself. Take a moment to think about what interests you, what you love to talk about, what makes you sit up and take notice if it's mentioned in class or on TV. Then write about it. One of the biggest mistakes students make is "writing what they think others want to hear, rather than about an issue, event, or person that really had significance for them," says an admission and financial aid official at a New York college. An essay like that is not just boring to write, it's boring to read. 


Be honest. You're running late (see #1), you can't think of what to write, and someone e-mails you a heartwarming story. With just a tweak here and there, it could be a great essay, you think. It's what you would have written if you'd just had enough time. Don't be fooled! College admission officers have read hundreds, even thousands of essays. They are masters at discovering any form of plagiarism. Adapting an e-mail story, buying an essay from some Internet site, getting someone else to write your essay, admission people have seen it all. Don't risk your college career by taking the easy way out. 
 
Take a risk. On the other hand, some risks can pay off. Don't settle for the essay that everyone else is writing. Imagine an admission officer up late, reading the fiftieth essay of the day, yours. Do you want that person to nod off because he or she has already read ten essays on that topic? "The danger lies not in writing bad essays but in writing common essays, the one that admission officers are going to read dozens of," says an associate director at a Pennsylvania high school. "My advice? Ask your friends what they are writing, and then don't write about that!" 

Keep in focus. This is your chance to tell admission officers exactly why they should admit you. Unfortunately, some students try to list every single reason, their stellar academic record, their athletic prowess, their community service, all in a page or two. When that happens, the essay looks like a grocery list. Even though the Common Application main essay has a suggested minimum of 650 words, with no limit, every admission officer has a big stack to read every day; he or she expects to spend only a couple of minutes on the essay. If you go over 700 words, you are straining their patience, which no one should want to do. Instead, read the essay question carefully and jot down a few ideas. Then choose the one that looks like the most fun to write about. Stick to that main theme throughout the essay. You don't have to list all your achievements, that's what the rest of the application is for. Use the essay in a creative way to help the admission officers get to know you as a person. 

Write and rewrite. Don't try to write a masterpiece on your first try. It's not possible, and all that pressure is likely to give you writer's block. For your first draft, write anything that comes to mind about your topic. Don't worry too much about grammar or spelling. Just get it down on paper (or computer screen). Then let it "rest" for a few hours or a few days. When you come back to the draft, look for ways to make it more focused and better written. Some people are "fat" writers: they write long, wordy first drafts that need to be shortened later. Others are "skinny" writers: they write short and simple first drafts and then need to add details or examples to "flesh out" the skeleton. Either way, don't be afraid to make major changes at this stage. Are there details that don't really relate to the topic? Cut them. Do you need another example? Put it in. 
 
Get a second opinion. Even best-selling novelists ask other people to read their manuscripts before they're sent to the publisher. When you've rewritten the essay to your satisfaction, find someone who can give you advice on how to make it even better. Choose a person you respect and who knows something about writing, a favorite English teacher, a parent, or a friend who writes for the school paper. Ask them to tell you what they like best about your essay, and what you can do to improve it. Criticism of your writing can be tough to hear, but try to listen with an open mind. You don't have to make every change suggested, after all, it's your essay and no one else's, but you should seriously consider each suggestion.  
Proofread. Finally, you're ready to send your essay. Not so fast! Read it over one more time, looking for those little errors that can creep in as you write or edit. If you're using a computer, also run a spell check. Sometimes, it can be difficult to catch minor typos—you've read the essay so many times that you see what should be there rather than what is there. To make sure you catch everything, try reading your essay out loud or having someone else read it out loud to you.

The first and most important task which the student-athlete faces is to make a decision about the extent to which she/he would like to devote him/her self to athletics in college.  Many sports are year round commitments.

The NCAA and the Clearinghouse 

Most colleges/universities belong to the NCAA and there are divisions of schools within the NCAA.  Division I schools are the larger sports powerhouses and offer scholarships for playing.  Division II schools also recruit and offer scholarship money, but not as much as Division I schools.  Division III schools may or may not recruit actively and do not specifically offer scholarship money.
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National Letter of Intent/NLI
Commonly referred to as the NLI, this document commits an athlete to a university and signifies the end of the recruiting process. This is a legal contract that should be fully understood before you sign it. It is important to remember, the coach and university you are going to be signing with are going to be helping you through this process.
Letter of Intent Example

The university or coach will email or fax you a copy of the NLI and athletic aid agreement from that university and it should be ready for you to sign. A national letter of intent is not the scholarship agreement. That should come separately as an athletic aid agreement which will outline how much athletic aid you will be receiving. Once you receive your copy of the NLI and aid agreement, you will sign it with your parent/ legal guardian and email or fax it back to the coach/athletic department of the school you are signing w

It will be very clear if you will be receiving a scholarship and NLI offer from a particular university. If you are not sure if you are going to be getting a scholarship offer, which means you will not be getting an offer. If you are not in contact with a coach and getting evaluated you need to start.            NCAA Eligibility Center Rule Changes:
Athletes Must be Placed on an IRL List

What is an Institutional Request List?
As I am sure you are aware by now, to compete at the NCAA level, all athletes must first be registered with the eligibility center of the NCAA Clearinghouse. In the past this has been as easy as going to the center’s website, entering the athlete’s name and general information and requesting that the athlete’s high school send transcripts to the NCAA. By maintaining a GPA of 2.00, the eligibility process was satisfied. Unfortunately this is no longer the case. Because the NCAA handles more than 100,000 athlete applications each year, the eligibility center was forced to institute a new policy which requires all athletes to be placed on an active Institutional Request List (IRL).

Although there are no additional forms or documents to fill out to satisfy the IRL requirement, the process is rather confusing. To be placed on an IRL list, you must first apply to the NCAA clearinghouse, the same way you did before, and request that your high school send transcripts to the NCAA. The next step is to contact the coach of a college or university that you are interested in and ask the coach to place you on his Institutional Request List. Getting into contact with coaches can be a difficult process and the skills and expertise of a recruiting service such as College Athletic Scholarships can be invaluable in helping you find programs and coaches that you may never have been able to find if trying to recruit yourself. With our comprehensive database of more than 12,000 college coaches we guarantee to put you into contact with these coaches, increasing your chances of being placed on an IRL list. Once the coach says he will place you on his IRL list, he will contact the NCAA and request that they clear your application so that he can review it. Once one coach has requested your application to be cleared, it will be available to be seen by any other coach. In short, you only have to be placed on one school’s IRL to be cleared to play at any other school.
The same guidelines for eligibility apply to the Clearinghouse’s new rule. Athletes must maintain a GPA of 2.00 and achieve a minimum score on your ACT and SAT; this is between 37 and 86 on the ACT, and between 820 and 1010 on the SAT. Be sure to remember, the higher your GPA, the lower your test scores will need to be to obtain acceptance to a university. The Clearinghouse takes up to six months to clear an athlete and college coaches are constantly filling out their recruiting boards and drawing up their rosters, if you wait too long you may miss your chance to be cleared on time. In the past, athletes have been accepted to schools and given promises of early playing time. However, because they procrastinated on their clearinghouse registration, they were denied entry into their chosen university because their clearinghouse forms had not been processed on time. Be sure to register at the NCAA Clearinghouse website as soon as possible and begin the process of contacting college coaches.

NCAA Approved Courses 

If you are planning to enroll in college as a freshman and you wish to participate in intercollegiate athletics, you may need to be certified by the NCAA Eligibility Center.  Students must take prescribed core courses and obtain the necessary SAT or ACT scores and grade point average (GPA) to be eligible to play.  The time to discuss this with your counselor is in 9th grade as this is when your required courses begin.  Please visit https://web1.ncaa.org to register and more information.  
The end of junior year is the ideal time to register.

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The office of Federal Student Aid provides grants, loans, and work-study funds for college or career school.



What will I need to fill out the FAFSA?
To complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), you will need:

*Your Social Security Number

*Your Alien Registration Number (if you are not a U.S. citizen)

*Your most recent federal income tax returns, W-2s, and other records of money earned. (Note: You may be able to transfer your federal tax return information into your FAFSA using the IRS Data Retrieval Tool.)

*Bank statements and records of investments (if applicable)

*Records of untaxed income (if applicable)

· * Get their FSA IDs from fsaid.ed.gov.

*If you are a dependent student, then you will also need most of the above information for your parent(s).
What is a FSA ID and will I need it to complete the FAFSA?
 Changes Coming for 2017: The Early FAFSA
This year is the last time that college-going students must wait until January to begin filing the FAFSA . The Early FAFSA is coming.
In fall 2016, students planning to attend college in 2017-18 will be able to file the FAFSA beginning October 1. In addition, students and parents will use their 2015 tax information for completing the FAFSA, ensuring that income information is readily available.

With the Early FAFSA, students and families will get an earlier understanding of their financial aid eligibility, and have more time to make an informed decision.

HESC will continue to keep you updated on the FAFSA changes and other student financial aid news.

To get started, students and parents should:

· Get their FSA IDs from fsaid.ed.gov.

· Have their 2015 federal tax returns, if available, and other income information, or estimate their 2015 income information.

· Correct any tax or income information after their taxes have been filed using the IRS Data Retrieval Tool.

	What if I (or my parents) haven’t completed taxes yet?


If you or your parents have not completed your taxes yet, you can estimate your income and other tax return information, and then correct your application after you have filed your taxes.

One thing to consider, however, is that the FAFSA asks for your tax return information for the current year. Often, this information might not be available until the end of January, at the earliest. Keeping this in mind, you can choose to either wait until you or your family files income taxes for the year or complete your FAFSA using estimates derived from the previous year’s tax returns and other documentation.

1. Directly through the college/university website. Fill out the application completely.  Before applying, get a copy of your transcript for easy reference. 
2. If you are applying to SUNY schools, you can apply directly on www.suny.edu
3. Apply using The Common Application www.commonapp.org .    The Common App is a not-for-profit membership organization that, since its founding over 35 years ago has been providing reliable services that promote equity, access and integrity in the college application process.  The association hold over 500 members.  Students must first find out if their college of choice is a Common App member.  For each college the student applies to, they must pay each college application fee.  If you get free/reduced lunch, let your counselor know.  Visit the website to see if your college is a member.  When filling out the common app, the application will ask you to “invite your teachers/counselor”.  You must tell your teachers and counselor that you invited them and make sure you have the correct email.  Failure to do so will dramatically delay your application.
4. Via paper
Students with disabilities/IEP/504
It is important to understand that all colleges have different policies and procedures from each other.  Students do not need to disclose to the admissions office at the college about their disability, either on the application or the interview- but may want to tell them so that they can give the student information about services for students with disabilities.  Also, some colleges allow students with disabilities to ask for special consideration during the admissions process.  If the student needs to provide documentation of the disability, she/he should not send the documentation to admissions, rather to the Office of Disability Services.

Questions to ask:

· What type of support is available for students with disabilities?

· Where is the designated office located?

· Is there a fee for support services?
