1. Call to Order

2. Consent Calendar-Action

· Action Item #1: Approve Certificate Statement Regarding Composition of LPC Membership  
· LaWanda Wesley explained that annually, the Planning Council must submit documentation that in good faith the Planning Council has a diversified membership to ensure ethnic, racial, and geographic composition reflective or the County’s population.  Renee called for a motion.  
· Motion was made by Mary Anne Doane and seconded by Carlota Escarez.  The motion was approved unanimously.

· Action Item #2: Approve: Signing on to the Child Care for Working Families Act (recommended by the Executive and Public Policy Committees—Ref. RBA #1,3 & 4)
