Annotated Bibliography Assignment

Part of doing research comes in the form of knowing what sources to use and how to use them.  Before we begin to incorporate secondary sources in your writing, we are going to practice compiling and organizing research.  You are going to create an annotated bibliography on a paper based on Thomas Hardy’s Jude the Obscure.    Here is what will be expected of you:

1) Select a topic that can be discussed both thematically and stylistically that can be readily researched regarding the novel covering all potential areas of a collegiate research paper.  For example: education, women’s roles, art/architecture, fate, industrialization etc.  It can vary greatly depending on where you want to focus your time and effort, but it should be something that is concrete enough to develop an argument around. 

2) There should be research done to cover the spectrum of general information both for background and support of you thesis.

3) Each research topic should provide evidence on the following:

Background on Thomas Hardy.

Theme generally or specifically related to the novel and provide historical context.

Hardy’s writing style or relate it to the style of the period.

Formal criticism of the novel and of Hardy’s writing as a whole

4) All sources must be reliable and academic in nature and should be accompanied by an accurate citation and 5-8 sentence explanation on what is provided in the source and how it will benefit your thesis.  

5) All citations must be displayed in MLA format.

6) A minimum of 10 resources are required for this project.

Your grade will be determined by the validity of your sources, your annotation, and your format.  Each citation and annotation will be worth 10 points, and the overall tie to your thesis will be worth 25 points. You may attach your thesis as a separate cover page to your sources.
